Vineyards 
Plot on a clay-limestone plateau. The vineyard is managed as 

both organic (AB label) and biodynamic (Demeter, Biodyvin 

labels). 

Harvest 
By hand, from the 13th to the 16th of September. 

Vinification method 
Transfer of whole grapes by gravity into cement vats. Cold, 

pre fermentation maceration is achieved under inert gas. 

Then, natural fermentation at low temperature (25°C max). 

Ageing 
Ageing by 3/4 in cement vats and 1/4 in clay amphoras for 10 

months.  

No fining. 

SO₂ total: 28 mg/L        Alcohol: 13.5° 

Bottling 
5,180 bottles on the 9th of April 2018.
